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Open Door
AFTER THIS I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in heaven: and the first

voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said:

ñComeup here, and I will show you things which must be hereafter.ò

And immediately I was in the spirit; and,

behold, a throne was set in heaven, and One

sat on the throne. And He that sat on the

throne was in appearance like a jasper and a

sardine stone: and there was a rainbow round

about the throne, in appearance like unto an

emerald.

And round about the throne were twenty-four

seats: and upon the seats I saw twenty-four

elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and

they had on their heads crowns of gold; and

out of the throne proceeded lightnings and

thunders and voices.

And there were seven lamps of fire burning

before the throne, which are the seven Spirits

of God.

And before the throne there was a sea of glass

like unto crystal: and in the midst of the

throne, and round about the throne, were living

creatures full of eyes before and behind.

Hereafter (Things which are in the hereafter)

And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice:

ñWho  isworthy to open the scroll, and to loose the seals thereof?ò

And no one in heaven, nor on the earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the scroll,

neither to look thereon.

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The Lamb Worthy to Open the Small Scroll
And I saw in the right hand of Him that sat on the throne a small scroll written within and

on the back side, sealed with seven seals.

1st Seal Opened
And I saw when the Lamb opened one of the seals, and I

heard, as it were the noise of thunder, and one of the

living creatures saying: ñComeand see!ò

And I saw, and behold a white horse: and he that

sat on him had a bow; and a crown was given unto him:

and he went forth conquering and to conquer.
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2nd Seal Opened
And when he had opened the second seal, I heard

the second living creature say: ñComeand see!ò

And there went out another horse that was red: and

power was given to him that sat thereon to take peace

from the earth, and that they should kill one another

and there was given unto him a great sword.



3rd Seal Opened
And when he had opened the third seal, I heard the third

living creature say: ñComeand see!ò

And I beheld, and lo a black horse; and he that sat on him

had a pair of balances in his hand.

And I heard a voice in the midst of the living Creatures

say: "A measure of wheat for a penny, and three

measures of barley for a penny; and see you hurt not the

oil and the wine."
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4th Seal Opened
And when he had opened the fourth seal, I heard the voice

of the fourth living creature say: ñComeand see!ò

And I looked, and behold a pale horse: and his name that

sat on him was Death, and Hell followed with him. And

power was given unto these over the fourth part of the

earth, to kill with sword, and with hunger, and with death,

and with the beasts of the earth.

5th Seal Opened

And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar
the souls of them that were slain for the word of God, and for
the testimony which they held. And they cried with a loud
voice, saying: ñHowlong, O Lord, holy and true, do You not
judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth?ò
And white robes were given unto every one of them; and it
was said unto them, that they should rest for a little season;
until their fellow servants and their brethren, that should be
killed as they were, should be fulfilled.
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6th Seal Opened
And I beheld when he had opened the sixth seal,
and, lo, there was a great earthquake; and the sun
became black as sackcloth of hair,and the moon
became as blood.
